One day, 
when visiting the temple with her 
husband, Elkanah, Hannah prayed 
desperately asking God to give her 
a baby. She promised God that 
if He was to give her a baby, she 
would raise the child to love and 
serve Him.

Hannah became pregnant and 
later gave birth to a baby boy, 
Samuel. As she had promised 
God, she raised Samuel to love 
and serve God.

He accomplished many things in 
God’s service, including anointing Israel’s 
first king, Saul, and later anointing Israel’s 
greatest king, David.
