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What the Bible says: Truly I say to you, Inasmuch as you have done it to one of the least of these My brothers, you have done it to Me.
Matthew 25:40, paraphrased (See also “Did It to Me.”)

Here is an attitude based on a “me first” value that you might recognize, along with a heavenly value to replace it with! 

Recognize this?

When I come home from school, I wish I could do what I want and only 
fun stuff. I wish I didn't have to help out with my younger siblings or do 
chores, because I like to spend that time doing stuff that interests me.

Heavenly value:

When you only do those things that please you, it's like putting yourself on an island and burning all the bridges because you don't 
want to be bothered to help others. However, in doing that, you aren't allowing any of the fun things to reach you that your parents 

or others might have in store for you, because you've limited who and what comes into your day.

Choose Things of Value: Time for “Me” or “We”?

It's natural to only think of yourself and what you want to do. But that's where Jesus’ values come in. Ask God to help 
you look beyond yourself, and He can show you how being loving and giving is not only the most important thing to 

do, but how it will also benefit you in the long run. Don't get stranded on that island of "self"!
