largely located in midwestern and eastern
Nepal. They made up military units in
the Nepalese, Indian, and British armies and
were known for being absolutely fearless. R
great example of their bravery is from Tim
Bowden’s book, Orne Crowded Hour.

During the 1964 Malaysian and
Indonesian conflict in Borneo, a Gurkha
regiment in the British Army was fighting
the Indonesians. They were asked if they
would jump from the transport planes
above the battlefield, if that turned out to
be the best course of action.

They could refuse, since none of
them had gone through any paratrooper
training, but generally the Gurkhas never
said no to anything they were asked to
do. However, this time they said that
they would need to talk it over.

The next day they went back to the
British officers and said that after
discussing it, they had agreed they
could do it under specific conditions.
The Gurkhas first requested that
they be dropped over marshy or
relatively soft ground, as they
weren’t experienced at falling.

Next, “If possible,” the Gurkhas
continued, *we’d like the plane

to fly as slowly as possible and
ho more than 100 feet from the
ground when we jump.” The British
officer said they always fly slowly
when dropping troops, but that
100 feet was much too close

to the ground—the parachutes
wouldn’t have time to open.

“n that case, you can drop
us anywhere/” the Gurkhas said.
“You hadn’t mentioned
the parachutes.”
